Now is a good time 
to get your sum-
mer work requests 
in.  Summer work 
requests are sched-
uled on a first 
come, first serve 
basis, but expenses 
and necessity also 
have to be consid-
ered. 

When you put in 
your Summer Work 
Request, make sure 
you Select SUMMER 
2010 in the Pur-
pose Code.  This 
will ensure that our 
Comptroller under-

stands that this is 
work you  need to 
be done in the 
summer and it can 
get sent to the cor-
rect person in a 
timely manner. 

 

When you put in 
your Summer Work 
Requests, the dis-
patcher will change 
the status of the 
work order to DE-
FERRED and direct 
it to the appropri-
ate person..
