To Determine the Language of Instruction in a Bilingual Class 
For Administering the TAKS Test to a

An English Learner student is Spanish dominant with few 
English skills. The student may only have BICS (basic 
interpersonal communication skills).  The student scores on the 
Oral Language Proficiency Test were FSS/NES, FSS/LES, or 
LSS/NES. The student may have scored Beginning on the 
RPTE. The student may respond with one or two words, very 
short phrases or a simple single sentence in English.
