Word Walls in Secondary

Limit words to those that are essential to the unit.  Add them gradually (5-7 words per week).  Use a variety of short activities to provide enough practice so using the words becomes automatic for students.

Word Wall Activities:

· Do “think alouds” to show how you remember meanings 

· Students read words aloud as a warm-up.  

· Students frequently give the definition of a word.  

· Use the words in games, activities, writing...
