Vocabulary Frames

Vocabulary Frames are a flashcard method for learning new vocabulary. Do not use Vocabulary Frames for every vocabulary word. Words that introduce new concepts are best used with Vocabulary Frames.

Top Right Corner: Write the word’s definition
Top Left Corner: Write the word’s opposite and cross it out
Lower Left Corner: Write a silly sentence that uses the definition of the word
Lower Right Corner: Draw a graphic to help you visualize the concept
In the Center: Write the word

After the students have checked the appropriate boxes, divide the class into mixed-ability pairs.  Call out the words again, giving students 1 minute to share their responses and what they know about the terms.  Call on pairs to offer definitions of words they think they know.  Ask them to write the best definition in the DEFINITION column.  As students read, have them compare their definitions with the way the word is used in the text.

Directions:  BEFORE you read look at the words below.  If you can teach someone else the meaning of the word right now, check KNOW IT WELL.  If you have seen the word but are not completely sure of its meaning, check HEARD OF IT. If you have no idea what the word means, check the HUH? column. AFTER you have read the chapter, define the terms in your own words.
